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There is no parking for the 
convention on Friday. Neighborhood 
parking is extremely limited. Delegates 
are encouraged to park at their hotel and 

use the NYSUT-provided shuttle service 
to travel to and from the convention 
site on Friday. Shuttles will run roughly 
every 15 minutes between 7:30 a.m. 

and 3:45 p.m., and at the conclusion of 
evening events.

  Parking will be available in 
downtown Albany on Saturday. 
Delegates leaving Albany after business 
is concluded may wish to check out of 
hotels and drive to the convention site. 
There will be NYSUT provided shuttle 
service from the NYSUT-designated 
hotels to the convention on Saturday 
morning. However, please note: There 
will be no shuttling service back to the 
hotels after session concludes Saturday 
afternoon.

  Several parking lots and garages 
are located around the Albany Capital 
Center (ACC) and the Empire State Plaza 
and are noted on the map. Parking at the 
MVP Arena parking garage and V-LOT 
(P3) is $5 per day.

  Luggage storage will be available at 
the convention. Ride-sharing services 
such as Uber and Lyft are available and 
recommended for transportation to the 
train station and the airport.
